1. New Student Logins Report

We’ve introduced a new Student Logins Report in the Professional Center to give educators a
clearer, more actionable view of student engagement in Choices360. This report replaces the
previous Accounts Created and Active Accounts reports with a more meaningful way to understand
how students are using the platform.

What This Means for Educators

Educators can now:

Understand student engagement more clearly

View how often students are logging in across the school year with monthly and daily
trends.

Focus on the students who need attention

Filter by grade or student name range to quickly identify patterns and gaps in engagement.
Track meaningful usage metrics

See total student accounts alongside average yearly logins per account for a more accurate
picture of activity.

Measure engagement over time

Compare login activity across the past 3 or 5 years to evaluate trends and progress.
Access detailed, student-level data

Export login data with optional fields for deeper analysis, reporting, or sharing with
stakeholders.
